Both are object oriented  = Easier to maintain

Both compile into an intermediate language  = Better performance

Both have direct support for networking and distributed computing  = Scalability

Language neutral vs. Vendor neutral

Main difference: Performance vs. Portability

FileNET IS/CS out-of-the-box solution

For FileNET CS/IS customers a there is currently no out-of-the-box J2EE web services solution.

Microsoft .NET vs. Sun Java 2 Enterprise Edition (J2EE) 
Advantage of new Microsoft ASP:

No developer tools required = plus for 1 off development

Advantage of new Microsoft .NET over Microsoft ASP:

Server-side Debugger = Faster Development

Compiled code = Faster Website

Object Oriented = Easier Maintenance

No registry = Easier Deployment

Separation of user interface and code = Easier distribution of development

Browser agnostic  = Run on any client
